Founded in 1850, this garden cemetery is the final resting place of many of Atlanta's settlers, builders and most noted citizens like Bobby Jones, Margaret Mitchell and Maynard Jackson. It is also a showplace of sculpture and architecture and a botanical preserve with ancient oaks and magnolias. Oakland Cemetery is a significant example of the city's rich and fascinating history.

As the 20th century unfolded, Oakland fell into serious disrepair from neglect and occasional vandalism. In an effort to address the needs of Oakland, the Historic Oakland Foundation was founded in 1976, the same year Oakland was placed on the National Register of Historic Places. Working with the city, the Foundation has done much to stabilize the cemetery. Despite progress, deterioration will continue until a comprehensive and systematic restoration and preservation effort is completed.
